	· Introduction - must include an attention getter regarding the horrible conditions our soldiers are facing in the war. 
· Paragraph 2 -  Describe the horrible conditions in the trenches (Exposed to the elements, trench foot, rats, little sleep, etc)

· Paragraph 3 - Focus on how deadly the new weapons of war are (machine guns, artillery, poisonous gasses, etc.)

· Conclusion - Discuss how you feel the war is going and our chances of winning it.  (Remember: You are writing this in late 1917)


It is important that you incorporate accurate historical information that you have acquired through class lessons and your own research.  Do not turn in a RAFT that is all fluff!
